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LAI.JN W INTER DAMAGE - WHAT TO EXPECT
John L.  Kolb

As far as the plant wor ld is concerned winter should be considered as a
per iod of  rest .  At  least  in regions of  appreciable snow, most plants go
domant and noth i  ng happens unt i  l  spr i  ng.  Turf  or  grass,  a l  though not act-
ively growing in the cold of  winter,  is  very much al  ive and af fected by i ts
environment.

An interest ing feature of  th is winter envi  ronment is that  i t  supports an
amazing array of  micro-organisms, and on Gol f  Courses this becomes an eco-
nomic real i ty.  These cold-temperature fungi  are act ive at  temperatures near
or below freezing and can cause severe damage to intensely managed turf .
However '  Ed has asked me to predict  some of  the problems with Garden Club
members'  lawnsr ot  to be more speci f ic  what some of the problems wi I  I  be
since we have not had much snow.

Most of  our lawns are under managed, so we do not worry about the above pro-
blems common' l  y referred to as "snow mold" damage. We would rather at tempt
to expla in the causes of  some of the common problems of  lost  grass other
than fungal  d iseases.

LOSS OF GRASS CAUSED BY PHYS I  CAL AGENT. I  N THE ENV I  RoNMENT

I.  DESICCATION

This problem is caused by the lack of  snow cover,  and dur ing extreme cold
per iods moisture is lost  f  rom the plant cel l  by t 'subl imat ion".  This problem
is of ten found on higher locat ions or humps that tend to be blown free of
snow and exposed to the cold dry winds of  winter.  The winter of  1989-1990
was vir tual  ly  snowless so we have the environmentai  problem of being exposed
to the winter elements.  what we did not have in the winter of  1989-1990
were the cold dry winds, so i ts af f i6-E:f f - - f rJss whi ther th is wi l l  have
a f fected many I  awns .

Grass species wi l l  vary as to their  abi l i ty  to survive th is problem. We
predict  that  very l i t t le i f  any ooa a.nnua or annual  b lue grass wi l l  survive
this winter.  we predict  that  a i1 l l !e- f f iport ion of  the perennial  Rye grasses
wi l l  a lso succumb to the environmental  condi t ions of  the 1989-1990 winter.

The leaves of  v i r tual ly al l  the grasses are and wi l l  be af fected by th is
condi t ion dur ing the 1990 spr ing;  however,  i f  only the leaves are af fected
the grass wi  I  I  usual  ly  recover.  The more severe damage and problem exists
when the crowns are desiccated and the plants are k i l led.  You wi l l  not  see
many areas of  r rgreen-growingi l  grass th is spr ing unt i l  af  ter  the f  i rst  mowing
which wi I  I  remove the dead port ions of  the old leaves and expose the new
growth underneath.

2.  LOW-TEMPERATURE KILL, FREEZING TNJURY

This occurs most commonly dur ing per iods of  a l ternat ing f reezing and thawing
usual  ly  in low ly ing areas when standing water increases crown hydrat ion
and ice crystals form within the plant cel  ls  causing mechanical  destruct ion.
The higher the water content of  the t issue, the larger the ice crystals and
the more severe the damage, hence the importance of  good external  drainage
for the el iminat ion of  smal I  depressions in your lawn.

3.  ICE-SHEET DAMAGE

There is some controversy whether damage at t r ibuted to th is
to oxygen suffocat ion or toxic gas accumulat ion,  or  whether

anism we know that tur fgrass is damaged under prolonged ice cover,  espe-
cial ly where the sun can shine through the clear ice.  An ice sheet wi th
hard f  rozen ground below i t  and a heavy snow cover that  does not al low much
sunl ight  wi l l  g ive v i r tual ly no damage. An ice sheet over warm soi l  ( lO
degrees plus) and high sunl  ight  penetrat ion is certain Eo cause problems.

4.  TRAFFIC (or CRUNCH FACT0R)

Damage from traf f  ic  occurs in 2 ways:

a) Di  rect ly when pressure f rom traf f ic  (shoes or wheel  s)  on f rozen grass
causes smal l  ice crystals wi th in the cel l  to rupture the cel l  wal l  thus
leaving wheel t racks or footpr ints on your lawn. This damage is of ten at-
t r ibuted to your mai lman or paper boy. This condi t ion occurs in late fa l l
before the grass goes into dormancy or on frosty mornings in ear ly spr ing
as the grass is just  beginning to become succir lent .

b)  lndirect ly by compact ion of  snow cover.  This condi t ion is not completely
understood but damage fol  lows the pattern of  compacted snow. VJe wonrt  worry
about th i  s one for the spr i  ng of  I  990.

These are the detai ls of  the horrors that  can occur over winter to the tur f
on your lawn. Letrs hope that you escape most of  them. We predict  that  i f
You h?ve thg. gommon or el i  te l lue grassgs along wit 'h a f  ew f  ine f  escues
your l  awn.wi l  l  .  come out just  f  i  ne.
